2) The following information should be given with as much detail as possible:

Sponsor (Council member should list school represented) 

On behalf of- list group/individual unless it is self.

Date of presentation

“Whereas”- Legislation typically contains 2-6 “WHEREAS” statements explaining relevancy, background, and arguments for or against the topic at hand.

“Let it therefore be resolved” concludes the legislation with the decision that Council should make.  Typically only 1 resolution statement is made but may contain 2 or 3.

3) All legislation must be written by an AGS Council member.

· If the legislation requires a vote different than a simple majority, please note it at the bottom of the text.

· The budget item that money will come from, if known (such as “Special Projects” or “Reserves”.
