Judiciary Committee Rules and Procedures

I. Jurisdiction

a. The committee will review cases based off merits pertaining to and requiring interpretation of the following: 

i. Constitution, 

ii. Council Bylaws, 

iii. election procedures, 

iv. and/or other rules/regulations pertinent to the constitutionality of any Council legislation 

b. The committee will have jurisdiction over the following parties:

i. any member of AGS, 

ii. the Chancellor, and appropriate designates

II. Statute of Limitations

a. Committee will review cases upon passage of legislation or denial of a request by Council. Advisory opinions are not permissible.

b. Claims must be filed 7 days from the passage of legislation, or subsequently, denial of a request.

III. Procedures for Claims

a. The claimant must state their case in writing detailing the violations of the Constitution, Council Bylaws, election procedures, and/or other rules/regulations pertinent to the constitutionality of any Council legislation within 7 days from the passage of legislation, or subsequently, denial of a request. 

b. A copy of the claim must be delivered to the respondent on the same day that the claim is filed with Judiciary Committee.  

i. Respondents are the person who sponsored the legislation that is the center of the claim. If legislation is sponsored by more than one person, the group sponsoring the respective legislation must appoint one person to present/defend the case. 

ii. In cases dealing with AGS council’s denial of rights, funds, e.t.c, the respondent will be VP of Administrative to represent the Council’s position in the denial because the VP Administrative is in the best position to represent the council’s stance.

c. A form can be found on AGS website, which must be emailed to AGS Judiciary Committee and be handed in to the Committee mailbox.

d. The committee will determine the viability of the claims presented, and subsequently appropriate a decision to institute an official inquiry/review process, within 48 hours of receiving the claim.

e. The respondent will have 7 days from reception of the claim to respond in writing.

f. Upon reception of both written arguments, committee will schedule and announce both a time and place for oral arguments to be presented. Oral arguments must be open to the public, and will strictly adhere to the AGS Judiciary Committee Hearing Protocol. 

g. The Judiciary Committee will have a written decision to the parties and Council within 15 days of the oral hearing.
